We unveiled Xbox Series S – our all-digital next-generation console delivering next-gen speed and 

performance in our smallest Xbox ever. Key details on Xbox Series S include: 

• Xbox Series S will deliver many of the same next-generation capabilities that define Xbox Series 

X, including faster load times, higher frame rates, and richer, more dynamic worlds – at a more 

affordable price point 

• It features a compact new design with a Robot White color scheme and is the smallest Xbox 

ever created (27.5cm x 15.1cm x 6.4cm) 

• Xbox Series S includes our new Xbox Wireless Controller, also in Robot White to match its 

console counterpart. This controller will also be available as a standalone purchase this holiday 

for $69.99 (USD)/€64.99 (EUR)/£59.99 (GBP) and includes of all the same features we’ve 

detailed to date 

• It delivers approximately 3x the GPU performance of Xbox One S and was designed to play 

games at 1440P at 60 frames per second, with support for up to 120fps 

• It features 512GB of custom SSD storage 

• Xbox Series S supports the Seagate Storage Expansion Card where you can add 1TB of 

additional storage with the full speed and performance of the Xbox Velocity Architecture 

• It’s perfect for digital-first gamers and our fans who want to bring their games with them 

wherever they play 

• As an all-digital Xbox, it’s also a perfect partner with Xbox Game Pass 

• Start your gaming career with thousands of digital games across four generations of gaming 

on Xbox Series S, including Xbox One and backward-compatible Xbox 360 and original Xbox 

games 

• Your Xbox One gaming accessories move forward with you on Xbox Series S, just as they do
